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Insect christmas decorations – Ladybird
Background to activity 
During this activity children will make their own ladybird Christmas decoration
Materials needed
· Red and black card
· Metallic pens

· Sparkly pipe cleaners

· Sticky tape
· Scissors

· Glue sticks

· Wire/cotton (optional)
Running the activity
The children will need to trace templates provided onto card (pieces 1, 2, 3 and 4 onto black card and piece 5 onto red card) and cut them out. They should then use their glue sticks to stick piece 5 on top of piece 4, and pieces 1, 2 and 3 on top of piece 4. They can then draw on the details with metallic pens and cut 6 equal lengths of pipe cleaner to sticky tape to the bottom of the decoration. To attach to a tree, pierce a small hole in the completed decoration and thread a length of wire or cotton through and tie into a loop.
