8. Recording for the NDMP in the field 

Please try to undertake the survey between the 15th and 25th of each month

Please let us know the Monitors who did the survey, the name of the site (and site number if known), the total numbers of boxes checked and the start and end time

If dormice are recorded please note the time and box number.

Enter either the total number of dormice found in a box or the presence of a nest (we assume a nest if dormice are found unless a separate comment is made in the ‘Comment’ box

Record if male or female. Do not record M? or F? Note if too young to sex or escape

Record weight in grams (don’t forget to take off the weight of the weigh bag)

Record whether each animal is Torpid or Active

Record Breeding condition:

NB - Non breeding

TS - Testes scrotal

P - Pregnant

L - Lactating

PL - post lactating

Record age (this should be apparent even with escaping dormice)

Pink

Grey eyes closed

Eyes open (either grey or brown)

Juvenile – before first hibernation, grey in coat, slim tail.

Adult – after first hibernation, coat sandy brown, bushy tail.
