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Dormouse nest boxes

People’s Trust for Endangered Species no longer provides funds to purchase dormouse boxes although we may, in exceptional circumstances fund nest tubes. We are however able to supply ready-made dormouse boxes.

We have an arrangement with Doncaster prison and we supply them with local timber, usually either larch or red cedar. This is cut by a Yorkshire wood miller and the sawn timber is delivered to the prison where inmates make it into dormouse boxes. Using this arrangement we were able to support existing and new National Dormouse Monitoring Programme (NDMP) schemes with 1,860 boxes and 370 tubes in 2012 and 1,790 boxes and 400 nest tubes in 2013.

We are able to continue to support NDMP sites with dormouse boxes by asking sites that are able to pay to contribute up to £3 each for the cost of each box. This enables us to support sites that have no access to funding. If you are able to make a contribution to the cost of the boxes it would be gratefully received.

In order to keep costs down further we try to arrange either a collection from Hampshire or arrange to get them delivered closer to you if we can find someone heading your way so that we don’t have to pay delivery charges.

· Applicants will be notified if they are successful within 4 weeks of applying

· Successful applicants will be expected to submit their data to the NDMP
· Successful applicants will be provided with boxes made from local timber of Douglas fir, larch or red cedar
